Directions: Pick assignments that seem interesting to you.  Each assignment has a point value and you must end up with a point value of 10 with the assignments that you choose.

You may NOT use an article more than once AND you may NOT do the same assignment twice in the same week.
	2 pts
	Summarize:  Pick an article and summarize it in your own words.   Your summary should be at least half a page.


	2 pts
	Make Connections: Make a text-self, text-text, and text to world connection with one or more of the articles. Make sure you are detailed and specific to receive credit. 

	4pts
	Questions: Write 5 questions that came into your head while you were reading an article in TFK this week.  Questions should be “thick” questions and start with “Why” and “How”.  The answer should not be found in the TFK, they should be deep thinking questions. Then answer the questions. 

	4pts
	Find 5 words you don’t know in any part of TFK.  Write the sentences that you find these words in and underline the words. Then define them, and use each of them in a sentence of your own.

	4pts
	Create a comic strip that summarizes one of the articles.  The comic strip should be colored and include either dialogue or captions under each picture (5 boxes).

	4pts
	Write a poem that summarizes one of the articles.  Remember to include important details (15 lines).

	6pts
	Reaction Paper:  Choose an article and write a reaction to it.  How did you feel while reading the article?  After you finished?  Could you relate to anything in the article?  (3/4 of a page at least)

	6pts
	Write a letter to the author of one of the articles.  This is a good chance to ask any questions you have about the article and let them know what you think  (at least 3/4 a page).

	6 pts
	Reflection: What Islamic lessons or values do any of these articles remind you of?  Explain 3 lessons or values and an example or quotation from the article that supports each one (at least 3/4 a page).

	6pts
	Pick one of the people from one of the articles and pretend you are going to spend a day with them.  List the person and write a few sentences describing who they are.  Describe in detail three different activities you would do together (at least 3/4 of a page).  Draw an illustration to go with each of the activities.

	6pts
	Create an advertisement for this week’s TFK. Your advertisement should include an illustration, a sneak peek at some of the articles (short summaries), and reasons why people should buy TFK. Come up with a catchy slogan. 

	8 pts
	Write your own article similar to one of the articles you read (1page).

	8pts
	Compare/Contrast: Create a Venn diagram to compare/contrast two articles.  Then organize your ideas into paragraphs (1 page).

	8pts
	Invent a cereal based on one of the articles.  Think of a name for your cereal and design the box, so that it relates to the article.  Cover the cereal box with light colored paper.  On the front write a title and draw a picture to go with it.  On the back design a puzzle, word game, or other fun activity.  Don’t forget the ingredients on the side—this should be a summary of your article.
